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IS IT POSSIBLE AND HOW TO TEACH A FOREIGNER 

RUSSIAN INTONATION AND MUSIC OF RUSSIAN SPEECH: 
FROM EXPERIENCE 

 
Abstract: This article is devoted to the issues of teaching good speech primarily from the 
standpoint of intonation expressiveness. The author suggests paying attention to the following 
pronunciation parameters that require practice in practical training: the division of speech into 
tacts, the ability to keep pauses, put logical accents, achieve intonation-musical 
expressiveness, correct pronunciation of sounds. In the work on the text, it is suggested to 
take into account the logical hierarchy of meanings, which is manifested in the intonation-
musical accentuation of words and phrases. The article provides practical recommendations 
for analyzing and building work on reading texts of classic works of Russian poetry.
